the proper supplies for the hike, we loaded
up the cars and headed for the trail. The
bulk of the hike was at a fairly steep
incline, making it all the more
challenging.

Fort Ticonderoga, bordered by
Lake Champlain and Lake George, is
French and Indian and Revolutionary War
era fort as well as our destination for
Monday. The fort housed a large variety
of cannons and musketry including some
in firing condition. Playing all throughout
the fort was a Fife and Drum Corp which
doubled as the weapon demonstrators. As
we walked around the fort, we challenged
ourselves to speak in an accent resembling

the Lake Champlain Maritime Museum.

The Maritime Museum was a mostly
outside museum about ship wrecks and
wars on the lake.

Back at camp,
we had a war of our own using the crab
apples that covered the ground at the
site.

The canoe/kayaking trip, which was
the highlight of the trip for me, was nine
miles down the Winooski River.

The rain however, did not last long
and, luckily, the rest of the trip was
beautiful. We had a slow start to the
